The deadline to reqister to vote online is October 21 for the General Election.

[] Vote by Mail or Drop Box

Request an Early Voting ballot.
Applications for Early Voting ballots must
be received by the county election office
by October 28 before 6 p.m.

Return your ballot to the county election
office by November 8 before 8 p.m.

We recommend dropping your ballot in
a ballot drop box.

You can also return your ballot by mail.
Must be postmarked by October 11.
