ARE YOU CURRENTLY REGISTERED TO VOTE IN NEBRASKA?

D Check your registration status.

D Update your address, if you've moved since the last election.

The deadline to register to vote online in the General Election is April 23, sooner if you plan to

register by mail.

Request an Early Voting ballot.
Applications for Early Voting ballots
must be received by the county election
office by April 30 at 6 p.m.

Return your ballot to the county election
office by May 11 before 8 p.m.

We recommend dropping your ballot in
a ballot drop box.

You can also return your ballot by mail.
